Why did Barack Obama win the 2012 Presidential Election?  Let’s take a closer look at the statistics:

Who voted for Obama?  

    96 percent of black voters who constituted 13 percent of the electorate
    71 percent of the growing Latino vote who constituted 10 percent of the electorate
    73 percent of Asians who constituted 2 percent of the electorate
    60 percent of young voters (age 18 to 29) who constituted 19 percent of the electorate
    60 percent of voters making less than $50,000 a year

    67 percent of unmarried women 
    56 percent of unmarried men
    39 percent of all white voters  

Who voted for Romney?

    59 percent of the total white vote who constituted 72 percent of the electorate

    Note:  This percentage voting for Romney was much higher for married couples and older voters.
    66 percent of the total military
    57 percent of all Protestants 

    78 percent of Mormons 

If this election was held 20 years ago when whites were 87 percent of the electorate, Romney would have won by a “landslide”.  Now whites are only 72 percent of the total electorate.  Obama could not have won this election without the 39 percent of the white vote.

The following map shows what states voted for Obama (blue) and for Romney (red):
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With the exception of Colorado, New Mexico, and Florida, Obama won the Northeastern and Western most states.  Romney won the South, Midwest, and Mountain West states plus Alaska.  
Let’s look objectively at some of the reasons why Obama won this election: 
    1 - There are now more “Liberal” voters living in the United States than “God-fearing Conservative” voters.

Economy (Jobs, Taxes, and the National Debt) – Romney is a businessman and has proved over and over that he knows how to create jobs and balance the budget. Obama wants to increase the tax rate for the rich - those earning more than $200,000 individually or $250,000 married.  Romney wants to cut taxes, announcing a move that would reduce the current top rate paid on income from 35% to 28%, with similar reductions across all tax brackets. Americans in the lowest bracket would pay 8% instead of 10%. Individuals closer to the middle would pay 20% instead of 25%. 

Healthcare – Obama and the Democrats were able to pass the Affordable Health Care Act (Obamacare) in March 2010 – a sweeping set of reforms aimed at forcing all Americans to get health insurance.  Mitt Romney says he would have worked to repeal the Affordable Care law.  He said Obama’s health care plan was another example of Washington overstepping its boundaries because this bill is too expensive and penalizes citizens for not having health insurance.

Foreign Policy (Terrorism) – Obama as the Commander-in-chief has wound down two wars: withdrawing U.S. combat forces from Iraq and setting a 2014 timeline to pull most troops out of Afghanistan. Obama's crowning foreign policy decision was to kill Osama bin Laden.  Romney criticized what he calls the president's failure to lead on international issues such as the Israeli-Palestinian conflict, Iran's nuclear ambitions and Syria. Obama failed to take quick decisive action on the Benghazi Embassy crisis and then lied about who was responsible for the attack.  Romney has said that he is committed to stopping radical Islamists who seek to harm Americans.
Same Sex Marriage - President Obama is in favor of same-sex marriage. Mitt Romney believes that marriage is a union between a man and a woman.
Social Security and Medicare – Obama and the Democrats view preservation of all entitlements – including Social Security and Medicare.  Romney's plan includes the raising of the retirement age, the creation of personal retirement investment accounts for younger workers, and the indexing of benefits to prices rather than wages, as is currently done.
Immigration - President Obama announced a Department of Homeland Security directive halting deportation for young undocumented immigrants under the age of 30, who obtained a high school diploma or equivalent and/or served in the military. Romney said that he would do more than Obama did in his first term to create a long-term solution that includes securing our borders.
Gun Control – Obama’s stance on gun control remains vague but the NRA and most people close to the situation believe he wants very strict gun control.  Some think Obama wants to do away with the Second Amendment entirely.  Romney supports “the right of law-abiding citizens to own guns either for their own personal protection or hunting or any other lawful purpose.”
Environment – During his term, President Obama has been confronted with several environmental challenges including the BP Deepwater Horizon oil spill in the Gulf of Mexico.  Obama and most Democrats are against opening up remote area for drilling and building oil pipelines.  Romney and the Republicans want to increase drilling in otherwise limited areas such as the Arctic National Wildlife Refuge and offshore to increase domestic supply and relieve rising oil costs.  

Role of Government - President Obama, like many in the Democratic Party, believes that the federal government has an important role to play in shaping the lives of the people, building infrastructure, regulating and helping to grow business.  Republicans and Mitt Romney believe in smaller government, lower taxes and encouraging a free market economy.
In 2008, when Obama took over the unemployment rate was 6.8% with 10 million workers unemployed.  On Election Day 2012, the unemployment rate was 7.9% with 12.3 million workers unemployed.  In 2008, the total debt of the U.S. government stood at $10,556,177,748,045 - On Election Day 2012, the total debt of the U.S. government stood at $16,206,129,028,709.  How in the world did Obama win this election????  Oh yeah, I discussed that in the beginning of this write up.
